William Shakespeare (15664-1616) was born in Stratford-upon-Avon. He
is considered by many to be the greatest dramatist and poet. He wrote
154 sonnets, two long narrative poems and about three dozen plays.
Shakespeare used poetic and dramatic means to create unified aesthetic
\_ effects. In verse he perfected the dramatic blank verse. )
